This is an excellent opportunity for candidates interested in working for respected civil society
organizations, engaging with multilateral institutions and governments, on priority global health and
development issues related to non-communicable diseases.

The consultant will share their time in equal part between Vital Strategies and NCDA. Ideally, many of
these deliverables will overlap.

- Elevate the importance of NCDs and related-issues within global health and development policy
and political forums and processes;

= Gain recognition for Vital Strategies by actively participating in and contributing to alliances that
encourage governments and international bodies to set evidence-based policies, paying particular
attention to prevention of the leading risk factors of NCDs;

= Represent the NCD Alliance and Vital Strategies at relevant external meetings and in relevant
initiatives, as related to NCD advocacy and policy;

e Gather and coordinate input for technical papers on WHO and UN documents that frame NCD
iISSUes;

= Track and analyze global policy processes, trends and identify opportunities for Vital Strategies
and NCDA participation;

= Work closely with Vital Strategies teams to link our program priorities with global policy;

= Develop and maintain a core briefing document that compiles the NCD Alliance’s positions on
issues related to global NCD policy and advocacy.

Core Responsibilities:

Plan and support NCDA and Vital Strategies events in New York and at international meetings, and
other venues, such as workshops, campaign launches, and press conferences, including
coordination and execution of public relations initiatives;

Provide content and assistance on PR and social media campaigns that support NCD
communication, policy and advocacy goals. Draft materials including reports, op-eds press
releases, statements, letters to the editor, questions and answers, fact sheets, columns, web copy,
blogs, and other materials as needed to provide information to the press, both proactively and
reactively;

Assist with drafting of reports, presentations, correspondence, meeting agendas and minutes, as
required;

Manage WHO and UN official engagement applications and processes for Vital Strategies and
NCD Alliance;

Assist with global work to expose the tactics of unhealthy commodities, such as tobacco, alcohol
and sugar sweetened beverages;

Provide regular progress reports as requested,;

Handle administrative responsibilities as needed.
